Abstract

The article investigates the socio-spatial restructurings associated with Athens’ transformation from a city of transit and short-term stays into a
globally competitive tourist destination—both for conventional tourists and for privileged remote workers and lifestyle migrants. Adopting a
genealogical approach, we examine how the infrastructures developed for the 2004 Olympic Games, broader policy frameworks, and the effects
of the economic crisis contributed to a shift in Greece’s urban and economic development model—from construction-led growth to tourism. The
article also focuses on the crucial role of the state, both through planned interventions and through a strategic choice of non-regulation of the
emerging tourism-driven development model, with particular emphasis on digitally mediated short-term rentals and new forms of privileged
labour mobility.
